As I sat down today to write my yard report for Ripples (sincerely trying to meet the deadline that Dick Roach had established
for submitting articles for this issue), I got a request for help to get a truckload of new chairs, being delivered to the club
restaurant, unloaded. A short time later the truck showed up, as did Jesse Sabin, Dick Roach, Dennis Niccola, and RCR Yachts’
associates Bruce Lort and John Hall, all of whom responded to my plea for immediate assistance. Very quickly, we had the
truck unloaded and the entire downstairs bar area of the Club house buried in beautiful new furniture. I want to thank those
gentlemen for their spontaneous contribution, and for making the BIG job seem easy to accomplish. As always, the more hands
working, the faster and easier the job goes for everybody – which is exactly what my article, below, was going to address. 

Yard activities can drag on all year. They don’t have to, but they do tend to, probably because we don’t do many tasks concur-
rently.  Relatively few volunteers have historically navigated from one project to another, affecting how long the maintenance
and improvement processes will take to accomplish. 

This year I hope to hear from a lot more volunteers who are willing to perform tasks from the “job jar” list below, either indi-
vidually or in small groups. This would provide members much more latitude to do their expected volunteer work at their con-
venience, while providing flexibility to a core group, who will tackle the major reconstruction projects. I think we could get
more done earlier in the year, allowing all members to enjoy the peak sailing season more, taking advantage of the accomplish-
ments for more of the summer.

Please review the attached work list and determine if, when, and what you’d like to contribute. If you can commit to helping on
anything, any time, call me at 570-4857 or e-mail mschimley@aol.com to tentatively schedule and coordinate material purchases.

• Repair window closing and locking mechanisms (kitchen and dining room each have several)
• We left the AED unit in the launch shed. Get it out and store inside (Josie's office?)
• Polish the trophies in the cases and wash the glass shelves and display doors
• Inspect chairs (wood ones in restaurant) to decide which are beyond continued serviceable life. (Relocate any "donated by" 

plaques to other chairs that will remain in service)
• Patch damaged drywall and ceilings in areas of previous water damage near trophy case and at bottom of rear kitchen access stairs.
• Touch up paint a few areas (e.g.: kitchen doors, trim at ceiling near bar area, walls that get repaired)
• Clean tile floor (grout) in bar stool area and seal
• Install grease trap under dishwasher
• Re-lamp any burned out lights
• Consider some duct work projects to better distribute heat and A/C
• Meet with John Morley, Mark Bain, Sheila Kalm, and gardening friends to develop possible landscape plan for the entire facility
• Tile Ladies room floor (porcelain tile was donated by YYCA and is stored in room already)
• Re-hang safety equipment on the docks (throw rings, grab hooks)
• Reverse "Winter shutdown" process to get water back on to docks and lavatories for spring launch preparation work.
• Men's room (in visitor building) needs drywall repairs
• Men's room (in visitor building) needs screen door repairs
• Men's room (in visitor building) needs walls and ceilings painted after drywall repairs
• Men's room (in visitor building) needs floor painted (epoxy?)
• Paint (or preferably aluminum or plastic clad) fascia boards on Junior Sailing building before gutters go back on.
• Contractor - Install Gutters on Junior Sailing Building
• Paint North wall (adjacent to outdoor sink) on Junior Sailing Building (after pressure washing to remove green growth)
• Paint stair treads on exterior staircase coming from restaurant upper south deck (not railings) 
• Replace south upper deck railings (as well as staircase railings) with  
matching maintenance free synthetic railings like north deck has.

• Pull building siding on Water Street side of main Clubhouse to inspect 
foundation lumber, add new flashing and ice dam material, then re-side.

Melges, and Jud Smith.  

There were 8 races in 3 days with conditions ranging from 4 to 20 knots of wind.  Surfing speeds were over 14 knots!
After 3 days there was less than a minute separating 1st and 3rd place.  

Not to be outdone by these events Tom Reese reports that he and fellow YYC member, Jim Roman placed first in the
Marco Island Fall Regatta, and first in class and first overall in the Fort Lauderdale to Key West  race.  Tom and Jim will race in the
Key West Race Week in late January.

Moving to a totally different topic, I feel we would all be well advised to pay attention to government regulations and how
they might affect boating.  The government continues to grow and is taking more control of what we consider our right to use the
water for recreational purposes.  Many of the proposals sound good, but since the people who make them up are frequently not
boaters themselves, it behooves us all to pay attention.  Any of us who use gas engines better pay close attention to the proposals to
put more ethanol in gasoline.  Marine motors do not like ethanol.  Neither do some gas tanks.  According to BoatUS, the ethanol
lobby is pushing hard to get an increase of ethanol in gasoline.  This in spite of the fact that using gas with more than ten percent
ethanol voids most marine engine warranties.  With the long storage periods that we have, ethanol can be a major problem.

The Interagency Ocean Policy Task Force, created by Mr. Obama, recommends broad changes as to how the federal gov-
ernment manages the oceans and lakes.  There is a recommendation that the government adopt an “ecosystem management”
approach to policy and regulation as well as “ocean zoning” and “sustainable uses”.   Remember the spotted owl and snail darter?
The fishermen amongst us should pay attention too.  

I believe that Boat US is most likely the most effective organization that looks out for the interests of recreational boating.
If you want somebody in Washington protecting our rights, you might want to join them.  Look  at BoatUs.com for information and
consider joining or sending a donation.

It is said to travel at 75
miles per hour and have the latest night vision equipment that lets it see over the horizon.
